Fish in a fire-resistant dish should be placed
on the rack at the medium or lower level.

Tips for broiling

Broiling is ideal for cooking meat, fish and poultry
and will achieve a nice brown surface without it
drying out to much. Flat pieces, meat skewers
and sausages are particularly suited for broiling
as are vegetables with a high water content such
as tomatoes and onions.

Distribute the pieces to be broiled on the
