Before you throw away your old
refrigerator/freezer:

Your old refrigerator may have a
cooling system that used CFCs or
HCFCs (chlorofluorocarbons or
hydrochlorofluorocarbons).

1.7 Electrical information

2. INSTALLATION

This User Manual provides general
installation and operating instructions for
your model. We recommend using a
service or kitchen contracting professional
to install your appliance. Use the
appliance only as instructed in this User
Manual. Before starting the appliance,
follow these important first steps.

2.1 Location

» |If possible, place the appliance out of
direct sunlight and away from the
range, dishwasher, or other heat
sources.

* The appliance must be installed on a
floor that is level and strong enough to
support a fully loaded appliance.

* Do not pinch, knot, or bend the power
cord in any manner.

Do not, under any circumstances, cut,
remove, or bypass the grounding
prong (A).

2.2 Leveling

When positioning the appliance, ensure
that it is level, with all bottom corners
resting firmly on a solid floor. You can
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adjust this using the two leveling feet
located at the front bottom of the
appliance.

3. DOOR REMOVAL AND REVERSAL

3.1 Door Removal/Reversal

Tools required: Phillips™ and flat head
screwdrivers.

1. Unplug and empty the appliance.
2. Remove the top hinge cover, the
screws and the top hinge.

3. Remove the door by lifting it off the
bottom hinge. Place it on a padded
surface.

4. Remove the lower hinge component
and install it on the opposite side.

5. Remove the leveling feet and the
bottom hinge and install them on the

6. Place the freezer door onto the bottom
hinge pin and align it vertically and
horizontally.

7. Install the upper hinge and the hinge
cover.

Clean the appliance interior and
accessories regularly with a cloth and
lukewarm water.

Do not use abrasive cleaners. After
cleaning rinse with fresh water and dry
thoroughly with a clean cloth.
