Your cabinets may have decorative trim that interferes
with the microwave installation. Remove the decorative
trim to install the microwave properly and to make it
level.

NOTE: If your cabinet is metal, use the nylon grommet
in the power cord hole to prevent the cord from being
cut.

NOTE: Filler blocks are required when mounting this
unit under any cabinet with a recessed bottom or front
overhang. (See page 9.)

IMPORTANT: The case damage that will occur from over
tightening screws if you do not use filler blocks is not
covered underwarranty.

IMPORTANT: For models with the grease filter
installed, don’t push up on the filter when you mount
the oven.
