5.1 Energy Guide
The Energy Guide label was based on the Normal soil
sensing cycle.

Find out which detergents are suitable for your appliance.

10.1 The correct detergents
Only use detergents that are made for dishwashers, either
basic or combination detergents.
For the best washing and drying results, use a separate
detergent, then add Rinse aid → Page 14 separately.
Modern, powerful detergents mainly use a low-alkaline
formulation with enzymes. Enzymes break down starch
and remove protein. Oxygen-based bleaching agents are
generally used to remove colored stains, e.g. tea or
ketchup.

Note: Follow the manufacturer's instructions for each
detergent.
Detergent Description
Tabs Tabs are perfect for all cleaning

functions and do not need to be
measured out.
However, with shorter Cycles
→ Page 10 sometimes tabs do not
dissolve entirely and leave residues
of detergent. This may reduce its
effectiveness.

Powder detergent Powder detergent is recommended
for shorter cycles. The dosage can
be adjusted to the level of soiling.

Liquid detergent Liquid detergent works faster and is
recommended for shorter cycles
without a pre-rinse.
Sometimes liquid detergent may
leak out despite the detergent
dispenser being closed. This is not a
problem, just remember the
following:

10.2 Incompatible detergents
Do not use a detergent which is not designated for
dishwasher use or contains chlorine.

10.3 Information on Detergent
Follow the instructions on detergents in everyday use.
¡ Detergents marked as "ecological" (environmentally

friendly) generally contain lower levels of active agents
or none at all.

¡ Adjust the rinse aid and the water softening system
settings in accordance with the detergent or
combination detergent in use.

¡ Any rinse aid component of a combination detergent
has limited effectiveness. You will have better results
using a separate rinse aid.

¡ To prevent sticking, only touch detergents in a water-
soluble pouch with dry hands and only ever place them
in a dry detergent dispenser.

20.1 What this warranty covers & Who it
applies to

The limited warranty provided by BSH Home Appliances
(“Bosch“) in this Statement of Limited Product Warranty
applies only to the Bosch appliance sold to you
(“Product“), provided that the Product was purchased:
¡ For your normal, household (non-commercial) use, and

has in fact at all times only been used for normal
household purposes.

¡ New at retail from a BSH authorized dealer or directly
from BSH (not a display, "as is", or previously returned
model), and not for resale, or commercial use.

¡ Within the United States or Canada, and has at all times
remained within the country of original purchase.

The warranties stated herein apply to the original
purchaser of the product warranted herein and to each
succeeding owner of the product purchased for ordinary
home use during the term of the warranty.
Please make sure to register your Product; while not
necessary to effectuate warranty coverage, it is the best
way for Bosch to notify you in the unlikely event of a safety
notice or product recall.

20.2 How long the warranty lasts
Bosch warrants that the Product is free from defects in
materials and workmanship for a period of three hundred
and sixty-five (365) days from the date of the original
delivery. The foregoing timeline begins to run upon the
date of the original delivery, and shall not be stalled, tolled,
extended, or suspended, for any reason whatsoever. This
