2 Installation conditions

The installation conditions are crucial to ensure that
you can operate your appliance safely, efficiently, and
trouble-free.

- Observe all safety instructions.
- Observe the installation location and position in the
room.

A WARNING

If the power supply cable or plug touches the back of

the appliance, the vibration can damage the power

supply cable or the plug resulting in a short circuit.

» Make sure the power supply cable is not trapped
under the appliance when you position the appli-
ance.

2.2 Position in the space

- Do no install the appliance in an area with direct
sunlight, next to a heating unit or similar.

- You can install the appliance directly next to an
oven.

- If you install the appliance directly next to an oven,
its energy consumption may increase slightly. This
depends on the service life and how often the oven
is used.

- If the appliance is installed in a cooking island,
appliances with an integrated exhaust air system
can damage the appliance. Make sure you either
have a separate air duct or otherwise install a parti-
tion wall between the appliances.
